President’s Message
Hello Colesville,

I hope everyone had a great summer.  The Intercounty Connector
(ICC) has been chugging along with work visible around the New Hamp-
shire/Cape May intersection and many other areas.  The ICC will have a
big impact on the Colesville area.  There is a link to ICC information on
our web page (www.greatercolesville.org).  

Nancy Navarro is our new District 4 Montgomery County Council
representative.  Councilwomen Navarro was elected to replace Don Prais-
ner in a special election on May 19th.  Only 10% of the eligible voters
went to the polls to vote in this election.  That means that 90% of us 
let a very small minority decide on changes that will affect us all. 

The Washington Post had a story which stated that Maryland Gov.
Martin O’Malley told the county officials to brace for $250 million in
cuts to state aid.  Montgomery County’s share of state aid is 14%.  That
means that Montgomery County can expect at least a cut of $35 million
in state aid.  The Montgomery County Council members, elected by a
small percentage of residents, will decide how to make up this decrease
in income.  Colesville residents will need to be vigilant to protect our
area from taking too large a cut that could affect schools, police, fire,
transportation, and other government services.  

On the subject of taxes, please take a good look at your property as-
sessment.  If yours is like mine, it is outrageous.  In my opinion, the as-
sessments are high because the county cannot find money anywhere else.
My personal recommendation is to appeal, appeal, and appeal again.
Money Magazine states that home prices fell 27% from the 2006 peak to
the end of 2008.  The percentage that municipalities collected in property
taxes, however, rose 12% from 2006-2008.  If your assessment is like
mine, it went up in a down economy.

Driving on New Hampshire this past Spring, many
saw the sentiment on the Springbrook High School

sign in front of White Oak
Middle School.  The mes-
sage acknowledged the
departure of Michael
Durso, principal of the
high school for 13 years.

Dr. Debra Mugge, the
new principal, is no

stranger at Springbrook.  She was assistant principal
there from 2001 to 2004.  For the past 5 years, she
served as principal at Argyle Middle School in Layhill.
“One of my professional goals was to be a high school

principal,” Mugge said. “It’s the perfect school for
me.” 

Mugge has worked in county teaching and adminis-
tration positions since 1992. She was unanimously ap-
proved to be Springbrook’s principal by the county
Board of Education and was recommended by county
schools Superintendent Jerry D. Weast. 

A priority for Mugge is the International Baccalau-
reate Middle Years Program (MYP), which will begin
this year for all incoming freshmen.  The program, de-
signed for students in grades 6 through 10, works to
develop students’ intercultural awareness and connects
topics with other subjects.  Freshmen will be in the
program this year, and sophomores will be added in
2010.  “I think [the MYP is] a great opportunity for
Springbrook,” said Mugge, who added that the MYP
could increase IB enrollment among juniors and sen-
iors.  “We’ll reap the benefits from the program.” 

Another of Mugge’s goals is to foster and build stu-
dent engagement and positive student/teacher relation-
ships, all important for focus on learning.  Using a
data warehouse, she plans to encourage the use of data
driven analysis to support instruction and better meet
the learning needs of students.  

Historic Colesville 
Spotlight on Westover
218 Mowbray Road

Located in Sherwood Forest, this Queen Anne-style
house and addition was origi-
nally built circa 1816, and later
renovated as a Victorian farm-
house sometime in the 1880s.
The building is a significant
example of its period.  This
style of residential architecture
is identified by its asymmetri-
cal form, extensive porches,
corner tower, fish scale shin-
gles, mansard roof, and sunburst motif in the main entry
porch pediment.  Its current use is residential and it is on
the Master Plan for Historic Preservation: Listed in the
National Register of Historic Places.  
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GCCA - Serving the Community for 40 Years
Annual May Meeting Features Past, Present and Future

The theme of this year’s annual community meeting was Colesville, past, present, and future, in recognition
of the Greater Colesville Citizen’s Association’s (GCCA) forty year anniversary.  Craig Zucker, Deputy Chief of
Staff to the Controller of Maryland, state delegates Rona Kramer and Anne Kaiser presented current president of
GCCA, Tom McNamara, with a certificate signed by the governor.

Ned Bayley, one of the founding fathers of GCCA and a past president, regaled the
audience with descriptions and stories of the greater Colesville area circa 1959.  What
is now New Hampshire Ave was called Colesville Road in 1959, and it ran along a
ridge between the Northwest and Paint branches.  Colesville was a farming community
and the intersection of today’s New Hampshire Ave. and Randolph Rd was the location
of a general store and post office.  As the suburbs around Washington prospered and
grew in the 1950s, the residents of Colesville formed the GCCA in 1959 to represent
their interest and influence State and County government bodies during the expansion.
The tradition continues today.

Commanders Johnson and Demme, Montgomery County Police officers
representing Districts 3 and 4 which cover greater Colesville, provided updates.
Crimes in all categories are down.  Staffing levels have remained unchanged
despite recent budget cuts.  Some planned cost-cutting provisions include re-
ductions in overtime and consolidation of new recruit classes.  The two districts
(3 and 4) undercover teams collaborate across district boundaries to increase
efficiency and effectiveness..  The Colesville community as a whole has had
very little crime this past year, with a majority of crime committed by youths
during peak times of 8:00 am to 4:00 pm.  Most vehicle thefts involve unlocked
cars. 

Charles Crisostomo,
from the East County

Regional Center, provided information on the current
events and programs provided by the regional services
center.  Some of the programs highlighted were resume
writing workshops, interview techniques and employ-
ment counseling for recent college graduates.  Business
counsels are available to assist businesses, and free legal
assistance is available for those with annual incomes
below $60,000.  

The Eastern Montgomery Regional Services Center
links Montgomery County Services with 111,250 citi-
zens and businesses in a 47.5 square mile area that in-
cludes Burtonsville, Colesville, Cloverly, Fairland, and
White Oak communities.  The center is located at:

Unfortunately, bagworms have destroyed many
of the existing and new shrubs, so a big effort will be
needed this fall to get this site back into shape.

The Montgomery County Police website for crime statistics shows crime grouped into Part I and Part II.  Part
1 crime includes murder, rape, robbery, aggravated assault, burglary, larceny (breaking into/damaging vehicles),
and auto theft.  Part II crime includes destruction (vandalism, hate/violence, and graffiti), sex offenses, drug, lit-
tering/dumping, 2nd degree assaults and warrants served.  The number of Part II crimes is almost double  that of
Part I.  The 2009 numbers are actually lower than 2008.  Part I crime has more of an effect on most citizens than
Part II crime, and there are actions we can take as individuals to reduce it.  

In 2009, 92% of the Part I crime is for bur-
glary, breaking into vehicles, and auto theft.  The
amount of crime varies by district but everyone
in the county is affected.  The amount of Part 1
crime for the six police districts from high to low
is as follows: Silver Spring (24%), Wheaton
(20%), Montgomery Village (17%), Bethesda
(17%), Rockville (12%) and Germantown (10%).
Within the Silver Spring District, the bulk of the
crime is in the I-1 and I-2 beats, which includes
White Oak, Fairland, Briggs Chaney, Burtonsville, and Colesville.  Colesville south of Randolph Road is in the
Silver Spring District, and north of Randolph is in the Wheaton District.  

Approximately 90% of the Part 1 crimes are ones we can help reduce by taking action.  For instance, we can
make our houses more difficult to break into by adding dead bolts to doors, making sure the bar is fully ex-
tended so it cannot be easily pushed open.  Screws are needed above sliding glass doors so the door can’t be
lifted out of the track and a jam stick or other device added so the door can’t be easily pushed open.  For double
hung windows, a stick in the corner or rod through both sections helps. While these measures help, they will not
deter a determined or experienced burglar.  A security system helps.  Neighbors need to be diligent and aware of
suspicious activity and report it promptly to the police.   I live on Cannon Road, a busy road, and no one re-
ported a large screen TV being taken from my house during the afternoon.  It is hard to believe that with the
traffic and school directly across the street, that no one saw anything. Reporting suspicious activity is important.

The most important and effective action you can take to prevent auto theft is to simply lock your car doors!
In addition, do not start your vehicle to warm it in the winter and make sure nothing of value is visible. Thieves
who break into vehicles are looking for GPS systems, I-pods and cash.
